Approval of Minutes of the Regular Town Council Meeting held 06 September 2016.

1. Update to the Council on next year’s Chuck Wagon event by Clint Colvin.

2. Presentation / Update to the Council by Planning & Zoning Director Sean Lewis. 

In the last month, building permits for five solar energy units have been submitted. One solar energy vendor is going door to door. There are currently five new homes under construction. About 15 other building permits are currently active. Abating weeds after the monsoon season can be a problem. The Town typically gives homeowners a few weeks after the rains have ended to clear the weeds from their properties. The Parks crew typically spends about half their time chopping weeds this time of year. The Town is prepared to mail out letters to about 35 properties regarding their weeds. The crack sealer for roads is being serviced. The Public Works crew expects to begin crack sealing roads, as time permits between other projects. The soccer fields were sprayed for mosquitoes several times this year. Using less water on the grass helps mitigate the mosquitoes. The Town is looking for a surplus GPS device for surveys and property line verification. Three Public Works trucks needed repairs this last month at an outside repair shop. The Town found an outside local shop that did excellent work. Future town budgets could contain allocations to finance one replacement vehicle each year. Rebuilding the bulldozer is an ongoing process. Parts can be hard to find and a couple of local vendors were successful in finding difficult to locate parts. We’re hoping to have the rebuild done finished soon.
3. Discussion and possible decision on changing Section 12-3-2.C2 in Pima Town Code to modify lot sizes for multi-family dwellings.  (Second Reading)
The Town Manager read the Resolution into the record for its second reading.
Motion to approve by Councilwoman Barr. Seconded by Councilman Fletcher. Vote 4 to 0. 

4. Discussion and possible decision on modifying Article 12-7 in Pima Town Code to improve definitions in Chapter 12 (Zoning).  (First Reading)
The Town Manager read the Resolution into the record for its first reading.
Definitions from Chapter 13 of Pima Town Code, previously adopted by the Town Council, were copied and pasted into the Resolution so the definitions would be identical in Chapter 12. 

A motion to approve is not required for the Resolution’s first reading.

5. Discussion and possible decision on purchasing one police patrol vehicle. 
Police vehicles required repairs from an outside local shop, which did excellent work. The vehicles acquired from other municipalities at rock-bottom prices are deteriorating. A 2013 Ford police utility vehicle is currently advertised online. The Town previously financed vehicles from Kansas State Bank. Two options for financing were presented. Option one defers payment for one year with a 10% down payment. Option two requires the first payment at closing. One payment per year is due for three years. If the first payment is deferred for one year, payments would be made for the following three years. Another option could be financing the vehicle through the vendor, located in Texas. Staff would need to investigate their terms and rates. Financing for three years would ensure added equity for the vehicle. Future town budgets could contain allocations to finance one replacement vehicle each year.
Chief Cauthen outlined the Stone Garden program and the usage of the vehicle assigned to the program. The funding is reimbursed by the Arizona Department of Homeland Security.
Tabling a decision could result in the sale of the vehicle to another buyer. Vice Mayor Rogers suggested placing the decision in the Town Manager’s hands on behalf of the Town.

Motion to approve by Vice Mayor Rogers. Seconded by Councilman Woods. Vote 4 to 0.
