Approval of Minutes of the Regular Town Council Meeting held 03 May 2016. 
Motion to approve by Councilman Fletcher. Seconded by Councilwoman Barr. Vote 5 to 0. 

CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

Library Director Rane Jones spoke on behalf of the Library Board, regarding activities during the Fourth of July breakfast. A 30-minute patriotic program as planned. The Library Board would like the event to be a community service event rather than a fundraising event. Breakfast will cost two dollars a plate. Funds from the Library’s fundraising account will help offset costs. Pre-sale of tickets is advised, in case tickets sell out. A portion of 200 West in front of the park will be blocked off for the flag raising.
Councilman Woods stated the original intent of the breakfast is to raise funds for the Library, Fire Department, and Eastern Arizona Museum. Rane said whatever money is earned this year will roll to the next year. The fundraising goal is $250 this year. Councilman Woods stated the intent of the breakfast is to raise funds for the Museum. Rane said the Library Board doesn’t want to treat the event as a fundraiser. The Board wants the event to be a community service event. Councilwoman Barr presumed the Museum or Fire Department hadn’t been involved in the decision. Councilman Woods stated the event could be treated as a fundraiser in future years.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation / Update to the Council by Magistrate Judge Gary Griffith. 

Magistrate Judge Gary Griffith highlighted selected statistics in the report provided by the Town Court. Misdemeanor filings have increased slightly. Civil traffic filings have decreased. In the current year, civil traffic filings total 72. In the previous year, civil traffic filings total 177. Misdemeanor filings for the current year are 45. Misdemeanor filings for the previous year were 62. Fund collections for the Court are similar to previous years. The Court was recently audited by the Arizona Judicial Branch. Town Attorney Ragland does well prosecuting cases. Court Clerk Christine Thatcher works hard and does well.
2. Presentation to the Council on infectious diseases. Melissa Lunt and Matt Bolinger of the Graham County Health Department. 
Matt Bolinger introduced himself. Matt is the Infectious Disease Epidemiologist for Graham County. Melissa Lunt is the Director of Nursing for the Graham County Health Department. Matt stated there are emerging infectious diseases moving north from South America. He asked everyone in the room some test questions Correct answers received prizes. What disease caused an outbreak in Pinal County? Measles. How infectious is measles? Highly. How can measles be prevented? Vaccinations. About 97% of the population develop antibodies through vaccinations. Vaccinations are available at the Health Department. How is Zika most commonly spread? Mosquitoes. How can you prevent Zika? Keep mosquitoes off of you. Mosquitos also cause West Nile Virus. Graham County saw some cases of West Nile Virus in the 2000s. Birth defects can be caused by Zika. With accurate information, people tend to make rational decisions.
Councilman Fletcher said his son holds a seat on the Arizona Pest Control Board. Mosquito traps were set in the East Valley. One trap captured 175,000 mosquitoes. Traps set at the Graham County Fairgrounds caught over 1000 mosquitoes each. A measles outbreak occurred in Pinal County. As of today, 14 cases are confirmed. Measles is a virus spread through the air. Symptoms of measles don’t often show until two weeks after exposure. Longer incubation periods make tracking viruses more difficult. Symptoms of measles include high fever, cough, runny nose, skin rash. Zika virus is spread through infected mosquitoes. Zika was discovered in 1947, in the Zika forest in Uganda. 85% of people infected with Zika don’t have symptoms. Mosquitoes carrying Zika are typically daytime biters. Mosquitoes carrying Zika have been found in Mexico. Zika cases found in Arizona are from people who traveled to South America.
Mosquito prevention techniques include wearing light clothing. Using mosquito repellent. Ensure window screens at homes are intact. Dispose of standing water or drop mosquito dunks in standing water. The bacteria in mosquito dunks doesn’t harm humans or livestock. 
The first case of Dengue in Arizona was in Greenlee County in 1935. Dengue cases in Arizona come from travelers to Mexico and South America. Dengue, Chickungunya and Zika are all spread by the same breed of mosquito. Dengue has higher mortality rates.
3. Discussion and possible decision to authorize a contribution to the Gila Watershed Partnership. Kelly Fuller, Executive Director. 
Kelly Fuller handed out paper copies of her presentation slides. The mission of the Gila Watershed Partnership is to improve overall water quality and the health of the Upper Gila Watershed. Improving economic development and recreational opportunities is a secondary mission. The Partnership holds two general meetings each month. At the next meeting, a panel of farmers will discuss how they use water. About 27 acres of salt cedar has been removed along the river near the Pima Bridge. The benefits include flood control and fire control. Funding is expected to replant the area affected by the fire near the Pima Bridge with native plant species. The Partnership hires youth during the summer to chop down salt cedar, in cooperation with the Arizona Conservation Corps. Four of this summer’s youth are from Pima.
In past years, the Town has provided an amount of $1000 for membership / sponsorship. Providing a contribution of $1000 to the Gila Watershed Partnership is before the Council. 
Motion to approve by Mayor Claridge. Seconded by Councilman Woods. Vote 5 to 0. 

4. Discussion and possible decision on Property Maintenance Ordinance, Chapter 13 of Pima Town Code. 
The First Reading of the Property Maintenance Resolution was read into the record. 

Councilman Fletcher praised the proposal, stating it is easy to follow and understand.

The proposal will be posted on the Town website and copies available at Town Hall.
Accepting the First Reading of the proposed Resolution is before the Council.

Motion to approve by Councilman Fletcher. Seconded by Councilwoman Barr. Vote 5 to 0. 

5. Discussion and possible decision on an Intergovernmental Agreement with the City of Safford.
The Intergovernmental Agreement authorizes the City of Safford to make needed repairs and conduct maintenance on Pima Fire Department vehicles. A garage keepers fee is part of the agreement – a small fee that provides insurance coverage for incidental damages to vehicles while in the care of the City of Safford. The Agreement has been in place for several years. 
Motion to approve by Mayor Claridge. Seconded by Vice Mayor Rogers. Vote 5 to 0.
