CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

DECLARATION ON CONFLICT OF INTEREST

The council members and staff have a right to declare a conflict of interest.  The declaration of a conflict of interest must be made prior to discussion of any agenda item in which Council members or staff members determine they have a conflict of interest.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation / Report to the Council by Pima Magistrate Judge Gary Griffith.

Chairman Claridge recognized Magistrate Judge Gary Griffith. The Town Court is collecting about the same amount of money so far this fiscal year as it did during the last fiscal year. Case filings for fiscal year 2013 went down slightly, compared with filings thus far in fiscal year 2014. Judge Griffith attributed the 2014 increase to having a fully staffed Police Department. Judge Griffith asked if the Council had questions, and none were offered.
2. Discussion and possible decision regarding the nomination of candidates and internal election among Council members for Town Mayor and Vice Mayor. 

Chairman Claridge opened the floor to nominations. Councilman Carter nominated Tom Claridge for Mayor. Councilman Woods seconded. The motion was approved 5 to 0.
Councilman Woods nominated Dale Rogers for Vice Mayor. Councilwoman Barr seconded. The motion was approved 5 to 0.

3. Discussion and possible decision to create/rename an administrative position called the Office Manager/Deputy Clerk.

The Town Manager stated that the position already exists; however, the agenda item is simply a matter of renaming it and attempting to cover all aspects of the position. Councilwoman Barr recalled a conversation that occurred about 10 years ago. The Town Manager stated the position title would be deputy clerk, and other municipalities have a deputy clerk. Nothing currently exists in Town Code describing an administrative position of any kind. Councilman Woods stated his belief that the Town Manager would have the authority to retitle or change the position. The Town Manager stated his belief that since the Town Manager is also the Town Clerk, then a similar title description could be applicable to the Office Manager/Deputy Clerk. Councilman Carter stated his belief that such action must come from the Council, and cited Section 3 (Chapter 3) of Town Code. The Town Manager stated there is nothing in Town Code to substantiate the assertion. There is currently no reference in Town Code to any administrative position. The agenda item simply renames a position that currently exists under the title of Office Manager.
Councilman Carter motioned to create a position of Office Manager in Town Code. Councilwoman Barr seconded. Mayor Claridge proposed to modify the motion to provide the Town Manager with the authority to place the position into the Town Code, and come back to the Town Council if necessary. Mayor Claridge called for the vote, and the motion passed 5 to 0.
4. Discussion and possible decision to schedule Work Study session in December.
The Town Manager asked about the availability of councilmembers to hold a work-study session on December 17. Some reasons for holding the session on December 17 were outlined. A start time of 6:00 PM was agreed upon. Mayor Claridge asked about subjects to be discussed. The CDBG survey would be a leading subject for discussion.
