CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

DECLARATION ON CONFLICT OF INTEREST

The council members and staff have a right to declare a conflict of interest.  The declaration of a conflict of interest must be made prior to discussion of any agenda item in which Council members or staff members determine they have a conflict of interest.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation / Update to the Council by Fire Chief Adam Hoopes. 

Assistant Fire Chief Jess Rogers introduced himself. The main pump on Engine One was repaired by the City of Safford. The fourth gear synchronizer on Tanker One should be replaced. Jess mentioned the water flow from Tanker One during a recent fire. However, the lower water flow was from a multi-setting nozzle being set on the lowest setting. The nozzle was set to a higher setting during the fire, which increased the water flow. Jess stated that about six breathing apparatus tanks are lost each year due to wear and tear. A grant was submitted to replace breathing apparatus packs and tanks. If the grant isn’t awarded, the Fire Department may start purchasing a small number of replacement packs and tanks each year. Some tanks have not been hydro-statically tested during recent years. Jess summarized the hydrostatic testing process. He calculated approximately 20 bottles dispersed among Fire Department vehicles. Conducting routine maintenance on fire trucks has become a higher priority. Improving the proficiency of radio communications has become a higher priority. Replacing Tanker One has become a higher priority. Adequate water pressure is a problem in certain neighborhoods.
2. Discussion and possible decision on Conflict of Interest Memorandum.  
The Town Manager briefed the Council, saying the memorandum has been a long time in development. Processes other municipalities and organizations utilize to manage conflicts of interest have been analyzed. Members of Town boards are encouraged to recuse themselves should there be any possible or perceived conflict of interest.

Motion to approve by Councilman Fletcher. Seconded by Councilwoman Barr. Vote 3 to 0. 

3. Discussion and possible decision to authorize a contribution to the Gila Valley Economic Development Corporation. 
The Treasurer of the Gila Valley EDC presented the Town with an invoice for $500. The amount is based on a per capita estimate of population in Pima. The Gila Valley EDC has been in existence in some form or another for many years, and in its current form for about two years. The EDC is preparing to hire a consultant to compile a strategic planning process and document.
Motion to approve by Councilman Fletcher. Seconded by Vice Mayor Rogers. Vote 3 to 0. 

4. Discussion and possible decision to authorize a bidding process for the parcel of land north of 800 South, near the Cemetery.  
The Town Manager said the formatting for the bidding packet is borrowed from another community. Dates contained in the document are flexible. Two parcels owned by the Town are for sale, and the same individual or organization is eligible to purchase both parcels. The land is currently zoned agricultural-residential. Homes would be built on the land, unless a variance is approved by the Board of Adjustments to change the zoning. The price for the land will be based on assessed estimates. A 10-foot-wide easement will separate the two parcels. The Town will maintain possession of the easement. The Town owns a well north of the easement, and is looking at running a pipeline along the easement would provide water to the athletic fields.
Motion to approve by Vice Mayor Rogers. Seconded by Councilman Fletcher. Vote 3 to 0.
