Approval of Minutes of the Regular Town Council Meeting held 03 November 2015. 
Motion by Vice Mayor Rogers; seconded by Councilwoman Barr. Vote 4 to 0. 

CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

Attorney Jared Smith addressed the Council regarding letters of trespass for Michelle Eli Haralson and her daughter. Letters refer to a police report regarding a barrel horse event at the Vard Lines Rodeo Arena on October 24. Smith requested the scope of the letter be narrowed. Smith argued the scope of the letter restricts Haralson’s activities. Smith states there was no misconduct that calls for trespass notice. Smith states the town of Pima has been lied to and sucked into a grudge initiated by Jan Finney, state director of the National Barrel Horse Association. Smith suspects the Town was provided with false information. Smith states Haralson was not suspended from the National Barrel Horse Association at the time of the event. Smith states Wendy Haralson was not mentioned in the police report. Smith states the person running the event was unhappy when Haralson asked for a refund. Smith states Haralson remained at the practice arena during the event. Someone may have overheard the conversation about the refund and passed it along to the person running the event. The person running the event may have telephoned the state director. Smith states the state director escalated the situation. Smith states Haralson followed the directions of Officer Ellsworth. Smith states the Town of Pima is on notice and should preserve evidence related to persons and events and should refrain from repeating or republishing information.
Leroy Smith addressed the Council. He said he would like to display things he is selling, as most businesses in Pima are doing. Is the Town going to prevent him from displaying things he is selling? He states he doesn’t want anything more or anything less than anyone else. 
The Mayor advised that staff look into the matter.

DECLARATION ON CONFLICT OF INTEREST

The council members and staff have a right to declare a conflict of interest.  The declaration of a conflict of interest must be made prior to discussion of any agenda item in which Council members or staff members determine they have a conflict of interest.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation and Discussion on tentative Renewable Energy initiatives by Graham County Electric Cooperative (Presented by Kirk Gray).  

Kirk Gray stated a renewable energy plan has been filed with the Arizona Corporation Commission. The filing is to ensure compliance with the Commission’s standards. The Cooperative has installed many rooftop solar units during the past five years. Reduced incentives for roof top solar units have reduced the number of installations. Cooperative members are billed small amounts, which goes into a fund for renewable energy. The Cooperative considered lowering the tariff, but decided to retain the tariff at its current rate in order to prepare for unexpected regulatory expenses in the future. The maximum tariff rate is two dollars a month. The Cooperative generates about $236,000 a year with the tariff funds. Using the funds, the Cooperative decided to assist nonprofit and governmental organizations with their energy resources. The Cooperative wants to help as many members as possible. Once the plan is approved by the ACC, the Cooperative will develop criteria to select projects.
Councilman Woods asked about current incentives. Kirk responded that residential solar units can receive 15 cents per watt, up to a maximum of $1500.

2. Presentation / Update to the Council by Code Enforcement Officer Sean Lewis.  
Sean Lewis stated letters were sent out to residents asking them to clean up trash and debris in their yards. 14 letters have been sent out for nonconforming buildings. Nonconforming buildings are structures not currently up to code. Some nonconforming buildings have been deserted for some time. Town staff has been looking at codes in other towns, comparing them, and expecting to bring codes from other towns to the attention of the planning and zoning board. Some codes from other towns could bring added enforcement measures to Pima’s town code. Sean is working closely with the school on the new community building, particularly ensuring drainage is efficient. Some drainage and piping features have been moved for better efficiency.
3. Discussion and possible decision on consideration of Library Board members. 

Mayor Claridge declared a conflict of interest for this agenda item. 

Motion by Councilman Woods; seconded by Councilwoman Barr. Vote 3 to 0. 

4. Discussion and possible decision on Alder Heights addressing.
The town manager explained the addressing and numbering for Alder Heights. The County suggested ending addresses with either a five or a zero. The question before the Council is renaming three roads in Alder Heights were duplicate names exist in the county. The planning and zoning board recommended keeping streets named after trees. The low water tree list given to the Council provides some possibilities for trees that could be names of streets.
Vice Mayor Rogers suggested Locust, Pistache and Arbor. Mayor Claridge suggested Catclaw. 

Vice Mayor Rogers submitted the names of Manzanita, Chitalpa, and Catclaw. 

Motion by Vice Mayor Rogers; seconded by Councilman Woods. Vote 4 to 0. 

5. Discussion and possible decision on Social Host Ordinance.
Police Chief Diane Cauthen outlined the ordinance proposal, where property owners and rental property owners can be cited as responsible for incidents of underage drinking occurring on the properties. The proposal complements current town rules regarding curfews. The location for the social host ordinance in town code would precede the section for curfews, and the section for curfews would follow the social host ordinance in town code. First violation the court may impose a civil penalty; second violation within 18 months, the court may impose a civil penalty at a higher rate; third violation within 18 months, the court may impose a civil penalty of not more than $1500 for each violation. Enforcement for curfews has improved. 
Motion by Vice Mayor Rogers; seconded by Councilwoman Barr. Vote 4 to 0. 

6. Discussion and possible decision on Mutual Aid Compact.

The town manager explained the proposal is the same mutual aid compact the Council approved in May. The Arizona Department of Emergency Management has added some minor changes to the compact’s language to address some loopholes. Every Arizona municipality will approve the same mutual aid compact in order to achieve a uniform standard.
Motion by Councilwoman Barr; seconded by Councilman Woods. Vote 4 to 0.
