COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation to the Council on the Rotary Roundup and Chuck Wagon Cookoff. 

Clint Colvin addressed the Council. Clint expressed his appreciation with the Town’s support and hosting the event at the rodeo arena and athletic fields. 250 tickets were sold. Three wagons were from the local area and two wagons were from other areas in Arizona. Public response and attendance exceeded expectations. The Gila Valley Rotary Club plans to hold the next round up and cook off the first weekend of March 2017. Next year, it would be good to give the organizers the ability to turn on and off the lights at the fields. A lunch cook-off could also be added. 
2. Presentation to the Council by Library Director Rane Jones on an after school program. 

Rane Jones thought a Lego Club at the Safford Library would attract interest in Pima. Second through sixth grade is the audience. Activities would be aligned with the school’s calendar. Activities would be scheduled with the acronym of LEGO: Lego block building challenges, Enigma puzzles, Games with cards and board games, and outdoor play and games. 
3. Presentation / Update to the Council by Planning & Zoning Director Sean Lewis. 

Sean Lewis summarized recent activities for Planning & Zoning, including adding better enforcement measures to existing Town Code, hosting a public meeting on the General Plan, modifying the proposed water efficiency ordinance, working with Public Works on sewer improvements, and adding two new members to the Planning and Zoning Board. 
4. Discussion and possible decision on Arizona State Fair Housing Resolution.  
The Town Clerk read the title of the Resolution into the record.

5. Discussion and possible decision to authorize the Town Manager to purchase a John Deere riding lawnmower for the Parks Department. 
The Town Manager outlined two financing options for purchasing a new riding lawnmower. Public Works Director Dennis Lines answered questions from council members about the two models being considered. The model suggested is a John Deere X580 retailing at $7,281.98.
