Arianne Parra made statements and posed questions regarding the Pima Rodeo Arena, and its usage by the National Barrel Horse Association District 6.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation / Report to the Council by Scott Graff of Colby and Powell, PLC. 

Scott Graff introduced himself. He stated he wishes to encourage young scouts to become accountants. Colby and Powell specializes in auditing small municipalities. He reviewed the Auditor’s Report. No material misstatements exist in the audit. He spoke about state retirement plans and an auditor’s reporting requirements for the plans. The Town’s plan is underfunded. The Town does not have a liability for the public safety plan. Councilman Fletcher asked about the impact of the performance and management of the fund. Scott agreed that the performance and management of the fund are factors that impact the liability.
2. Presentation / Update to the Council by Police Chief Diane Cauthen. 

Chief Cauthen stated the one theft for the month was a theft of utilities. An email from a security company indicates Pima is the safest, or one of the safest, communities in Arizona. Crime data comes from the Unified Crime Report, an FBI database. Burglaries have decreased. One individual was recently sentenced to 3 ½ years for burglaries. Pima has higher than average clearance rates on crimes. Pima citizens have high response rates for calling in suspicious activities. Officer patrol times were lengthened to provide better coverage. Chief Cauthen expressed her appreciation for the support from the Town’s leadership.
3. Discussion and possible decision on consideration of appointing Eben McWhorter for the Planning and Zoning Board. 

Councilwoman Barr motioned to approve. Vice Mayor Rogers seconded. Vote 5 to 0.
4. Discussion and possible decision on consideration of appointing Michael Watson for the Board of Adjustments. 

Councilman Fletcher motioned to approve. Councilwoman Barr seconded. Vote 5 to 0.
5. Reading of a Proclamation Recognizing Scott Alder for his Voluntary Services to the Town of Pima. 

The Town Manager read the Proclamation into the record.
Councilman Woods motioned to approve. Councilman Fletcher seconded. Vote 5 to 0.

Vice Mayor Rogers suggested a plaque as a token of recognition.

6. Second Reading of the decision on adjusting current Sewer Tap In Fees. 

The Town Manager read the Resolution into the record. The Resolution proposes that fees for new sewer taps be raised to $1500 and capped at $2500.
Councilman Woods motioned to approve. Vice Mayor Rogers seconded. Vote 5 to 0.
