CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Pima High School FBLA Chapter Update on Town Park Project. Decision to place a border around the grass volleyball court. Looking at installing volleyball court on May 2nd. Proposed location close to existing sandbox. Looking at other areas in the park to install the court. 

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking. COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation by Frank Granberg, President of Southeastern Arizona Dementia Friendly Communities.  

Frank Granberg introduced himself. He formed a nonprofit organization called Southeastern Arizona dimension friendly communities. The organization’s objective is to A) ultimately, find a cure for Alzheimer’s, and B) educate people about Alzheimer’s and instill greater awareness, and C) support caregivers of patients with memory disabling diseases. Since the organization was formed nine years ago, cases of dementia in Arizona have doubled. There are links to dementia and other illnesses, such as heart disease, diabetes, and COPD. Dementia typically begins around age 65. At age 60, an average of 1 in 110 people will have the disease. At age 90, an average of 1 in 6 people will have the disease. Support for caregivers is important. The Memory Café meets at Main Street Café and provides opportunities for caregivers to meet and share and discuss. Alzheimer’s is considered dementia and Parkinson’s is considered dementia. About 80 different types of dementia are known to exist. Blood tests are reliable indicators for dementia. Frank has opened an office in Thatcher next to the health food store. His office hours are by appointment. A library of information and educational materials is at the office location. He is looking to provide training opportunities to first responders so they can assist dementia patients. A first responder certification program currently exists at the University of Arizona. The program helps first responders identify patients with dementia. Some symptoms of dementia resemble the symptoms of people on drugs. Some similar behaviors are often displayed. Dementia patients often become lost outside their homes. Patients can be fitted with identification bracelets.
2. Presentation / Update to the Council by Pima Fire Chief Adam Hoopes.  
Chief Hoopes introduced himself. The Fire Department is very busy. Medical responders went to several calls the previous day. A positive energy exists within the department. And the public perception of the department has improved. Medical responders have an 88% response rate to medical and fire calls, where a few short years ago, the response rate was 55 to 60% for medical and fire calls. Chief Hoopes thanked the Town Manager for his support of the Fire Department. Pima is a bedroom community with both permanent residents and a transient population. Many homes in Pima have accumulated trash, and while community cleanups help clean some properties, other properties could benefit from another program. A mobile home on Klondike Road was the first prescribed structure burn the department turned into a training opportunity. Chief Hoopes started a PowerPoint presentation of photographs of the burn event. He pinpointed the progression of the fire, and how the structure and its materials affected the burn’s progression. The result of the burn is the parcel is ready to be redeveloped. Another structure on 100 North is scheduled for this Saturday morning. Additional structures around Pima have been identified as possible opportunities, particularly structures that aren’t visually appealing. Chief Hoopes identified several such structures in his presentation of photographs. The first four structures are dilapidated properties along Highway 70. Three structures are behind the Giant Store. Some structures are on inhabited and neighbors have seen people entering the structures during nighttime and early morning hours, which suggests illegal activity at those locations. Another dilapidated structure is across the street from Pima High School. Another is across the street from Dan Hinton School. All structures are fire hazards. One structure was the site of a previous fire call where the structure was mostly engulfed. The structure is currently occupied.
(Town Manager’s Note: While Chief Hoopes expressed his appreciation for the Town Manager’s support in starting the prescribed structure burned program, the program would have never taken flight if it hadn’t also been strongly supported by the Town Attorney, who was instrumental in shaping the liability waiver required by the Town prior to every prescribed structure burn.)

Chief Hoopes stated that maintenance of fire vehicles and equipment has been a priority this year. With increased rainfall, an active wildfire season is expected this summer. Mayor Claridge asked if the fire department planned to engage in the State’s wild land and Forest Service programs. Chief Hoopes replied that the time commitments required to prepare for participating in those programs will likely prevent Pima’s participation. The fire department’s water tanker is undergoing repairs and service that is likely to prevent that vehicle’s participation.

3. Discussion and possible decision on Resolution designating a CDBG Redevelopment Area to prevent or eliminate slum or blight in the Town of Pima. 
The Town Manager explained that the resolution is simply another requirement for submitting the CDBG application to the Arizona Department of Housing. The resolution contains identical language used by virtually every other CDBG applicant in Arizona.

Mayor Claridge called for a motion to approve the Resolution. Vice Mayor Rogers made the motion. Councilman Carter seconded. The motion is approved 4 to 0.

4. Discussion and possible decision on Possible Dates for Special Council Session: Regarding an allocation to retain a consultant to compile the General Plan. 
The Town Manager explained a consultant has been identified to compile the Town’s General Plan. The Pima Planning and Zoning Board is meeting next week and is expected to approve the consultant. Scheduling a special session of the Town Council after the Planning Board meets would help expedite the process so the consultant can begin work on the General Plan. Members of the Town Council identified a special meeting date of May 19 at 6:30 PM.
Vice Mayor Rogers made the motion to schedule a special session. Councilman Carter seconded. The motion is approved 4 to 0.

5. Discussion and possible decision on Proclamation recognizing Mons Larson for his service as Race Director and lead organizer of the Jim Brinkerhoff Coronado District Triathlon. The Town Clerk will read the Proclamation into the record. 
The Town Manager read the proclamation into the record. Mons Larson stated he spends about 150 hours preparing for the triathlon before the event begins. Without the support of the Town of Pima, this event would not happen. Sweeping and clearing the roads, providing traffic barriers, and finding adequate parking are ways the Town supports the event. One of his primary motivations is the accounts he hears from youth about how the triathlon impacted and improved their lives. Councilman Carter remarked about how clean the church parking lot is after the dance. 170 volunteers are involved in the triathlon, and some are specifically tasked with cleanup detail. 800 people camped at the soccer fields, and when the event was finished, the grounds were clean. Mons stated his morning begins at 5:00 AM the morning of the triathlon and everything is cleaned by 1:30 PM. Within 3 ½ hours, all 1500 participants had started the triathlon. Someone jumps into the swimming pool every 8 to 10 seconds. Residents living along the triathlon route receive notification. Next year’s triathlon is scheduled for April 16th.
Mayor Claridge called for a motion to approve the Proclamation. Councilman Carter made the motion. Vice Mayor Rogers seconded. The motion is approved 4 to 0.
