Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

DECLARATION ON CONFLICT OF INTEREST

The council members and staff have a right to declare a conflict of interest.  The declaration of a conflict of interest must be made prior to discussion of any agenda item in which Council members or staff members determine they have a conflict of interest.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Discussion and possible decision on Accepting the Submission of the Letter of Resignation for Mayor George Lemen. 

Members of the Council expressed similar regrets regarding Mayor Lemen, his situation, and his health condition. His health is the primary reason why he has chosen to resign at this time. As part of the decision on accepting Mayor Lemen’s resignation, the Council chose to recognize him with a thank you plaque, expressing their appreciation for his service to the community.
Motion by Councilman Carter; seconded by Councilman Woods. Vote 4 to 0.

2. Presentation / Report to the Council by Pima Police Chief Diane Cauthen.

Vice Mayor Claridge recognized Police Chief Diane Cauthen. Chief Cauthen informed the Council of the Monday morning she came in and found for new drug cases on her desk. Property crimes are declining, and zero burglaries were reported during the month of August. The police department was awarded a $2000 grant by Walmart, and mobile vehicle computers will be purchased with the money. The Tohono O'odham Nation provided matching funding to a grant which totaled nearly $6000, and body armor will be purchased with the money. Pima has young police officers. Policing in Pima is different than other places. Public relations is an important aspect of policing in Pima. Learning who the residents are is important, and interacting with the residents is important. Providing specialized training opportunities for Pima officers is a priority. Drivers appear to be slowing down, and with traffic stops, drugs can be found and people with warrants can be identified. Response times to calls are good, consistent, and police often arrive first on the scene to medical and fire department calls. When Southwest Ambulance is unavailable, Pima medical response is frequently dispatched in their place.
3. Discussion and possible decision on contributing $1000. to the Gila Watershed Partnership. 

Councilmembers agreed that the work of the Gila Watershed Partnership is important. Vice Mayor Claridge inquired about the tamarisk beetle infestation. Councilman Carter responded that the destruction of the tamarisk would be beneficial to the watershed, but could have broader implications that could be detrimental. The Town Manager said that after the tamarisk along the Gila River is decimated, the partnership is planning to introduce native plants in and along the river, in place of the tamarisk, primarily for the purpose of flood control.
